SUNDAY 12TH APRIL: Position Games, Round Robin and Final

50% of Saturday’s scores will be brought forward to Sunday.  The 26 Teams will be divided into Challenge (16) and Plate (10) sections.  Each section will play a three game ‘Position’ series followed by a ‘Round Robin’ series leading to a one game final.

.

Position Series

Plate – 0800 
Teams finishing from 17th to 26th in Saturday’s Preliminaries will be divided into two groups of five and  play a position series of three games.   Group C 17, 19, 21, etc and Group D – 18, 20, 22,  etc.

Challenge – 1230 - The top 16 teams on Saturday will be divided into two groups of eight and play a position 
series of three games.    Group A – 1, 3, 5, 7, etc and Group B – 2, 4, 6, 8 etc.

Round Robin – 1430
The top four teams from Group A and B (Challenge) will form two groups of four to play a round robin series.
The top four teams from Group C and D (Plate) will also form two groups of four to play a round robin series.
Each team plays one game against each opponent with a bonus of 80 pins for a win and 40 pins for a tie. 

Challenge:-
Group 1:
1st and 3rd teams from Group A and 2nd and 4th from Group B.

Group 2:
2nd and 4th teams from Group A and 1st and 3rd teams from Group B.

Plate:

Group 3:
1st and 3rd teams from Group C and 2nd and 4th teams from Group D.

Group 4:
2nd and 4th teams from Group C and 1st and 3rd teams from Group D.
Final 1700

Challenge:

The 1st placed teams in Groups 1 and 2 Round Robin will play a final game in order to determine the European Champion.  The 2nd placed teams in each group will play a final game to determine the 3rd and 4th position.


Plate:               
The 1st placed team in Groups 3 and 4 Round Robin will play a final game in order to determine the Plate winner. The 2nd placed team in each group will play a final game to determine the 3rd and 4th position in the Plate section.

TEAM POSITIONS AND SCORES

Note: Ladies will have an additional 10 pins per game throughout the competition.

Preliminaries (Saturday) - Team positions will be determined by total pinfall accumulated, including any ladies handicap, but only 50% of this is carried forward into Sunday’s Position Series. Top 16 go to Challenge; rest to Plate.
Position Series (Sunday) - team positions in each group will be determined by the 50% brought forward from Saturday plus the total pinfall, including any ladies handicap, achieved in this series.

Round Robin (Sunday) - team positions in each group will be determined by the total pinfall, including ladies handicap, and bonus pins achieved.
Tie breaker - In the event of a tie for any position the highest last game of the tied teams will determine the team position except in the final where the 9th/10th frame roll off will resolve a tie. 
DISPUTES

A provisional ball shall be rolled in the case of a dispute which cannot be settled on the spot. Any protests must be made verbally to the Tournament Management at the time and confirmed in writing within 2 hours. The Tournament Committee’s decision shall be final. 

AWARDS

Team; The Champions will be awarded the European Challenge Trophy. There will be individual awards for each player competing in the final.

The Plate winners will receive the AIB Perpetual Plate Trophy. There will be individual awards for each player competing in the final.

In addition there will be Team High Game and Team High Series awards based on the 9 games in the Preliminaries and Position Games.  A team may receive only one of these team awards.

Individuals: There will be individual awards – both male and female - for High Game, High Average (must have played 50% of the games) and High Series based on the 9 games in the Preliminaries and Position Games.  An individual may receive one individual prize only.
BOWLING ATTIRE
Each team member must wear a bowling shirt that has the same colour; the players name on the back of the shirt;  the Bank and Country names on the back (may be initials e.g. AIB for Allied Irish Banks) and a breast shield of the Bank.

LANE DRESSING PATTERN 
Natural wood lanes and approaches with Brunswick A2" Pinsetters and Steltronic Scoring. The lanes are oiled to 36 ft. and buffed out to 40 ft. in total in a standard "Christmas Tree" configuration. The Oil applied is Legends as is the lane detergent and this is applied with a Kegel Phoenix Oiling machine.  (I calculate 36ft to be about 11m and 40ft to be 12m).
BALL PARK

This will be available at the bowl from Friday (and I am sure bowl would make arrangements for anyone on Thursday) until Sunday.
TOURNAMENT MANAGEMENT.
The tournament will be run under the control and jurisdiction of the AIB Tenpin Bowling club which committee will be responsible for the tournament Management. The tournament Referee is Marcel McCann of AIB.

TRAVEL

REMEMBER WE DRIVE ON THE LEFT

Directions To/from Dublin Airport to the Green Isle Hotel: 
The best way is to take a taxi from directly outside the arrivals hall – should be about 20/25 mins. and cost approx €35 – all taxis are metered and will give receipts.  Not sure if all can handle laser/credit cards.  The ‘flybus’ to the Square Tallaght, is an hourly frequency and may cost as much as the taxi for a group.  It does not stop very close to the hotel.

Driving – car hire firms are in the arrivals hall. Leave Dublin Airport and follow signs for the M50 Motorway southbound. Travel about 20km on the M50. Take exit 9 onto the N7 southbound, continue straight through the traffic lights at Newlands Cross and take the next exit left marked Kingswood. At the top of the slip road, take the 3rd exit off the roundabout.  At the next roundabout, take the 3rd exit & follow the signs for Green Isle Road/Boot Road. Continue along and the hotel is on your right.  There is a surface and underground car park free of charge.  For map directions from the airport click here.  Distance 22km (approx 20 mins)

Directions from the hotel to the Bowl (Super Dome, Palmerstown Centre
The best way is to take a taxi – about 15 mins and about €11/12.  There is a ball Park at the Bowl from Friday.  There is no shuttle. Driving - Leave the hotel and turn right and immediately left (follow signs for Dublin or City Centre).  Through the traffic lights and continue for 1km to join the M50 Northbound. At first junction exit following N4 City Centre.  At next traffic lights go right (finger sign post ‘Bowling or Palmerstown Bowl.  Continue about 600m (care on sleeping policemen/bumps on road) and Palmerstown in on right.  Cares as you must turn right just as you arrive here before taking a left into the car park. Bowl in far corner upstairs.  There is no direct public transport between Hotel and Bowl.  (There is an electronic toll on M50 Liffey bridge – ask Car Hire company how this works with them.  Toll does not arise when travelling to/from hotel to Bowl).

Directions To/from Dublin Airport to the IBIS: 
Leave Dublin Airport and follow signs for the M50 Motorway southbound.  Travel about 20km on the M50. Take exit 9 onto on the Red Cow roundabout, and then follow directions for Monastery Road. Please note the presence of road works near the hotel.
Public Transport visit http://www.greenislehotel.com/map.html  or ask at the hotel
The bus from outside the hotel to the city centre is infrequent.  It may be better to walk to Clondalkin Village (5 mins) from where busses are more frequent 51b about every 15 mins – but times may be a Sunday service on Good Friday.  You buy your ticket on the bus and should have the exact change.  If not you will get a 'refund' ticket only redeemable at the Bus Offices in O'Connell Street (City Centre) but will probably closed on Good Friday.  If you end up with any talk to me and will try to sort you out.  Other options are taxis – all metered or the LUAS (tram) which requires about 15 mins walk and run at least every 15 mins or less. You pay at machine at the stop and can get a return fare.  Luas runs up until after 0100 – busses stop much earlier.

If you are using a car remember on street parking is metered and ‘clamping' is rigorously enforced. 

From the bowl to City Centre – the bus routes serving |Palmerstown to and from the city are as follows 25, 25A. 25X, 26, 66, 66A, 66X, 67, 67A, 67X. Passengers board and alight at the Palmerstown Crossroads on the N4. 10 mins walk.  There are two convenient shopping centres close at hand for those interested – Liffey Valley and Blanchardstown but unless you are driving you would need a taxi although it would be possible to walk to Liffey Valley. 
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
